That’s why Enterprise’s
carbon offset program joins an
already established platform of earth-
friendly initiatives adopted by the
business, which includes:

* Conservation — Last year,
Enterprise’s partnership with the
National Arbor Day Foundation
and the U.S. Forest Service was
responsible for one-seventh of all
trees planted in the national forests
of the United States. Trees were
planted in Canada and Scotland
as well.

Most fuel-efficient fleet — With
some 47% of its worldwide rental
fleet averaging a highway fuel
economy of 28 miles per gallon and
28% averaging at least 32 miles per
gallon, Enterprise has more fuel-
efficient vehicles than any other car
rental company by far. Additionally,
Enterprise helps its Fleet
Management customers make smart
decisions about when and where to
deploy these engine technologies.

Embracing new, clean
technologies — When brought

to the market in a viable manner,
Enterprise will use its world’s largest
fleet to give new technologies a
chance.

“It’'s exciting to consider the potential
of this program and the impact

our customers could have on our
environment,” says Pat. “Collectively,
our initiatives give customers yet
another reason to choose Enterprise
and National and Alamo — and to keep
coming back.”

At this point, all signs point to success.

In a survey conducted while Enterprise
management investigated the carbon
offset option, 45% of consumers indicated
they were either “a little” or “a lot” more
likely to rent from a company that offered
offsets. Thirty-six percent of consumers
said they'd be “very likely” to pay $1 for a
carbon offset, similar to the rate Enterprise
has decided to charge.

Initially, only customers who book their
rentals themselves through National
Reservations or through one of the
Enterprise, National and Alamo Web sites
will have the offset option. After one year’s
time, Enterprise will evaluate the program
and determine its viability going forward.

“In the end, the goal is to ensure the
sustainability of our business and to create
yet another competitive advantage for our
company,” says Andy. “If we lose sight of
that, even the biggest steps won’t keep us
from losing our relevance with

Well-equipped, comfortable and quiet interiors with a high level of standard
features are hallmarks of the 2009 LaCrosse CX, CXL and Super models. All trim levels have a chrome
exterior appearance package, factory remote start feature, XM Satellite Radio, telescoping steering wheel
column, redundant steering wheel controls and dual-zone automatic climate control. A Bluetooth phone
interface for cell phone connectivity to the LaCrosse audio system with voice recognition is an available
new feature for 2009.

The premium model in the 2009 Buick lineup is the Lucerne, with a top-of-the-line
Super model, two new engines and additional amenities. The 3.9 liter SFI V6 engine with FlexFuel (E85)
capability becomes the standard powerplant with the Super getting the 4.6 liter Northstar DOHC V8.
A new option is XM NavTraffic, a satellite-delivered traffic information service that enhances the GPS
navigation system with the ability to show real-time traffic data. A Bluetooth phone interface for cell phone
connectivity to the Lucerne audio system with voice recognition is an available new feature.

The CTS-V returns as the new top-of-the-line model in 2009. The CTS-V is Cadillac’s
ultimate expression of performance and luxury. CTS-V delivers an estimated 550hp from a 6.2 liter
supercharged V8 engine and includes a comprehensive suite of technical and design enhancements,
including Magnetic Ride Control, an industry-first Performance Traction Management program and the
addition of a new automatic transmission with paddle-shift control.

Cadillac’s entry into the luxury convertibles is the XLR Platinum and the XLR-V. Both
models receive new front and rear exterior designs and new interior combinations to heighten the luxury
and comfort levels.

Side air bags and
dual-stage front air bags are standard and Aveo5 offers unexpected technologies, including OnStar and
available XM Satellite Radio. Aveo5 joins the recently redesigned Aveo sedan, each backed by GM'’s
“worry free” five-year / 100,000-mile transferable powertrain warranty.

Cobalt offers a broad range of models offering a variety of well-equipped and
sporty choices. Cobalt's enhanced safety feature offerings include StabiliTrak electronic stability control
system standard on uplevel models, traction control standard on all models equipped with an automatic
transmission and optional ABS, a tire pressure monitoring system and standard head-curtain side
impact air bags. A turbocharged Cobalt SS coupe and sedan join the 2009 lineup. Also new for 2009
is an available Bluetooth phone interface for cell phone connectivity to the Cobalt’s audio system with
voice recognition.

New for 2009 is the limited-edition Corvette ZR1. It brings the technology
and engineering refinement of carbon-fiber, ceramics and electronics together in a distinctive design.

small-block V-8, currently rated at 402hp. The standard G8 includes the 362hp 6.0 liter V8 engine with

Active Fuel Management.
